AIRPORT COMMITTEE

July 28, 2010
The Airport Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday July 28, 2010 at 3:00 PM at the Commissioners Conference Room.  The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Also in attendance were Commissioners Andrews and Tinley, and Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  Commissioner Allen DeLaigle was also in attendance.  
The Committee was to interview three firms for a contract with the County as an Airport Consultant.  The first firm was Campbell and Paris.  Jack Mayfield and Luke Cousins represented the firm.  They told of their years of experience and their work with Burke County for the past six years.  The Committee had a number of questions for the firm.
Next the Committee heard from LPA Group.  They were represented by Harold Linenkohl, Alan Hood and Jake Redwine.  Mr. Redwine would be the lead representative from the company.  He told about his 12 years of experience in airport design.  They emphasized that their firm has a good relationship with the Georgia DOT.
The final interview was with Wilbur Smith Associates.  Mike Thomas, Annie Gillespie and Kate Henry were here to represent the firm.  They told of their work with small airports in Georgia.  They have worked on several runway extension projects for small county airports.  The Commissioners asked questions of the three until their allotted time expired.  

After hearing from all three firms, the Committee members discussed the pros and cons of each firm.  They liked some things about each one of the groups.  After the discussion ended, Mr. Tinley moved to retain Campbell & Paris as the County’s airport consultant.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion and it carried on a 3 – 0 vote.
