BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
CALLED MEETING
September 8, 2010
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met for a Called Meeting on Wednesday September 8, 2010 at 3:00 PM at the Burke County Courthouse to discuss several pressing issues.  Chairman Wayne Crocket called the meeting to order.  Commissioners in attendance were Andrews, DeLaigle and Tinley.  Commissioner Abrams could not attend due to a death in the family.
The first item of business was selection of a broker to handle the County’s Employee Supplemental Insurance Program.  The Administrator noted that the Finance Committee met a few weeks ago and interviewed three firms for the role.  He reported that the consensus of the Finance Committee was to use Select Benefits to provide this service.  Commissioner Andrews, the Finance Committee Chairman agreed with this report and moved to use Select Benefit Consultants as the provider of a Supplemental Benefits plan for the County’s employees.  Mr. Tinley seconded the motion and it carried with all four in favor.  
Next on the agenda was a request from the Board of Education for assistance with demolition of two buildings at the old Blakeney School Complex.  The School Board committed to do the asbestos abatement.  After some discussion on the issue, Mr. Andrews moved to offer to do the demolition of the two buildings if the Board of Education would agree to pay the tipping fees for disposal of non salvageable material, to pay for the diesel fuel for the equipment used on the job and to provide a certificate of abatement of asbestos.  Mr. Tinley offered the second.  The motion carried unanimously.  
After that the Commissioners discussed requests to fill some positions in various departments.  The first of these was a request to hire another driver for the Community Service Program.  The Board did not want to increase this program and there was no indication that this was to replace someone who had left.  Therefore the request was not approved.

Next the Board discussed filling a vacancy left when one of the Recreation Aide’s left.  This is a part time position.  Mr. DeLaigle moved to allow the Recreation Department to fill the position of Recreation Aide.  Mr. Tinley seconded the motion and it passed 4 to 0.  

The Board then considered a request to fill a vacant correction officer position at the Jail.  It was noted that they had several vacant spots.  Mr. Tinley made a motion to fill the vacancy at the jail.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion and it carried with all in favor.
The next item of business was a request to promote Tommie Walker up to a Sergeant’s position at the Sheriff’s Department.  He would be filling a vacant spot.  Mr. DeLaigle moved to allow the position to be filled.  Mr. Andrews made the second.  The motion was approved unanimously.

After that the Board considered position and salary changes that were agreed upon at the Budget Retreat last week.  The Administrator presented a list of position changes for the Board’s approval.  Mr. Tinley moved to approve the salary and position changes and to incorporate them into the proposed 2011 Budget.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion and it passed on a 4 – 0 vote.  

The last item on the agenda was a list of budget issues that were worked out at the Budget Retreat last week.  The Administrator noted that these will be posted in the proposed budget and the final result would leave approximately $100,000 in reserves for the 2011 Budget.  Mr. Andrews moved to incorporate the list of changes into the FY 2011 Budget.  Mr. Tinley made the second.  The changes were approved with all in favor.  

Being no further business the meeting adjourned at 3:56 PM.  
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
